% At the end of the game award 2 points for
each verse part and 10 points bonus for a
complete verse.

THE GAME

s Select 3 teams

% Teams take turns popping balloons.

% If they pop a balloon and it has a quarter of the
verse they already have they must give it to the
referee.

% Once this has happened teams can choose to pop
a balloon or collect a quarter they need from the
referee.

<+ When a team has the whole verse they must put it
together and 1 person from the team must be able
to say it off by heart for their team to win.

s Teams keep playing unfil there is a winner.

% Attach a number to the front of the milk cartons
collected by the children.

“ Tape each verse part on the back of a carton.

THE GAME

% The teams take it in turns to pick a number and the
cartons are furned around.

s Once a team picks a carton that completes a set
of 3 of the same colour, they take the cartons and
memorise the verse.

% First feam to have everyone in the team say the
verse individually wins.

NOTES
s Make allowances for children with learning
difficulties.
% Have leaders ready to listen to verses while the
game is still moving along.
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
